2010 – 2011 PRESIDENTIAL VOLUNTEER SERVICE AWARD

The Presidential Volunteer Service Award (PVSA) is a nationally recognized award presented by the President’s Council on Service and Civic Participation.  Students who complete at least 100 hours of service for their community within a year are eligible to win this award.  Parents and students are encouraged to learn more about this program by visiting www.presidentialserviceawards.gov.    Specific forms and guidelines for Immaculate are available on the school website www.immaculatehs.org.  Attached is a service guideline for students; it identifies the types of service suitable for completion of the award.  All completed paperwork must be handed into Mrs. Foncello in Immaculate’s Main Office.  
Please be aware of the following procedures:

1. Service hours for the 2010-2011 Presidential Volunteer Service Award are from 

April 6, 2010 through April 5, 2011.  All paperwork must be handed in no later that April 8, 2011 at 3 p.m.

2. Any service that does not meet the criteria on the enclosed guidelines must be pre-approved by Immaculate’s Recognition Committee.  Students should put requests in writing and give them to Mrs. Foncello in the Main Office if they want a questionable service to be approved.  

3. Playing sports or participating in theatre or dance programs in school or outside of school does not constitute service.

4. Faculty members may not promise students service hours without prior approval from the Recognition Committee.

5. SERVICE  HOURS  MUST  BE  SUBMITTED  AS SOON AS POSSIBLE AFTER  COMPLETION.  Students will not be allowed to delay the processing of this award by handing in all of their paperwork at the final hour.  Be certain to abide by this guideline.  Most students have more than one source for their service activity, and these hours can be handed into Mrs. Foncello at any time; please do so in a timely manner.

The PVSA was established to foster community service through non-profit organizations.  The Recognition Committee encourages students to seek opportunities outside of Immaculate.  The greater Danbury areas, and the surrounding towns in New York State, are filled with opportunities for young adults to grow, learn, and give.
